Physical Examination: Evidence of a physical examination by a physician, physician assistant, or
an advanced practice registered nurse within 6 months prior to the entrance of the child into the
beginner grade and the seventh grade or, in the case of a transfer from out of state, to any other

grade. No such examination shall be required of any child whose parent or guardian objects in
writing.

Visual Evaluation: Evidence of a visual evaluation by a physician, a physician assistant, an advanced
practice registered nurse, or an optometrist within 6 months, prior to the entrance of the child into
the beginner grade or, in the case of a fransfer from out of state, to any other grace, Contact the
schoo! nurse or call 436-1657 for information regarding free or reduced-cost visual evaluations for

families who qualify, No such evaluation shall be required of any child whose parent or guardian
objects in writing.

Immunization: Evidence of protection against diphtheria, tetanus, periussis, polio, measles, mumps,
rubella, and Hepatitis B, in schedules of doses conforming to state guidelines, are required of all
students in all grades. In 2007-2008, students at the following grades are also required to present
evidence of Varicella (chickenpox) immunization or written statement of past history of disease:
kindergarten, 1=, 2nd, 3 7th gt gih {10% and out of state transfers to any grade.

The cost of physical examination, visual evaluation, and immunization shali be borne by the parent
or guardian.

The statute further provides that immunizations will not be required for a student’s enroliment in any school
in the stats if he or she submits to the school any of the following:

(A) Astatementsigned by a physician, a physician assistant, or advanced practice registered nurse
stating that, in the health care provider's opinion, the immunizations required would be injurious
to the health and well being of the student or any member of the student’s family or
household.

(B} An affidavit signed by the student, orif he or sheis a minor, by alegally authorized representative
ofthe student stating that the immunization conflicts with the tenets and practice of arecognized
religious denomination of which the student is an adherent or member or that immunization
conflicts with the personal and sinceraly followed religious beliefs of the student.

(C) For measles, mumps, rubelia, or hepatit's B, laboratory evidence of immunity, including name
of laboratory, date of test, name of test, test result, signature of lab technician or laboratory
director, and date of signature. For the purposes of the statute, clinical history of the disease
does not constitute evidence of immunity.

(D} A student may be provisicnally enrolled in a school when:

1. Thestudenthasbegunthe immunizationsrequired and continues to receive the immunizations
as rapidly as is medicaily feasible.

2. The parent or guardian of a student meeting the military requiremment in section 79-222
submits awritten statement certifying that the student has raceived the required immunizations
and proof of immunization is given within 60 days.

Please note: in the event of an outbreak of a communicable disease, unimmunized students will be

excluded from school.
